The usual time of transfer from Moscow and Sankt-Peterburg is 1 h 40 min (by plain), and 26 and 37 h (by train). Travel by bus from Kirov to Syktyvkar (8 h) is also possible. SYKTYVKAR has moderately continental climate. Main June temperature is 13-15о С.
